J Virtual Reality (VR) in teacher education can
revolutionize the way teachers are trained and
developed.

VR-based teacher training

» Under the VRTEACHER project a VR
application was developed to enhance the
personal and professional development of
teachers.

» Use of participatory design to ensure that the
VR application was user-friendly and met the
needs of teachers in different educational
contexts.

» 3 scenarios were developed

1. Distance education and domestic verbal abuse
2. Phobias related to COVID and panic attacks
3. Refuge Students

» The VR application was pilot tested by more
than 200 teachers in five different countries.

» Preliminary results validate the promise of
the VR application, as a highly useful tool for
teacher training.
